Bluebird Trail Report

This week we have 60 active bluebird nests
containing 101 eggs and 120 chicks, 118
more chicks have fledged. That makes 611
fledglings so far this year.

Did you know that bluebirds use flight as
part of their communication system? A
particularly rapid wing action is used in a
special flight that is part of courtship. Or,
one or both wings may be lifted in a wing-
wave display. Sometimes one member of

a pair will fly close over its perched mate

as if to call attention to its presence and

the perched bird will do a wing-wave in
response. Fighting can also occur during
flight. Rival bluebirds may fly at one another
in an attack, or they may face one another
and fight while hovering in midair. Watching
their flight patterns can be very interesting.

How to Stay Safe in
Extreme Heat

Scorching temperatures and high
humidity can be deadly. In fact,
according to the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention, 1,220 heat-
related deaths occur annually in the
U.S., often due to heatstroke when

the body’s temperature hits 104°F or
higher. Unlike visible disasters, extreme
heat’s danger often goes unnoticed.
Here's how to stay safe.

Steps to Stay Cool

During extreme heat, seek air-
conditioned spaces, particularly
between 10 a.m. and 5 p.m. If home air
conditioning isn't available, visit public
places like libraries or cooling centers.
Dress in lightweight, light-colored
clothing, and wear sunscreen and a
wide-brimmed hat when outdoors.

Hydration is Key

Stay hydrated by sipping water
regularly, even if you don't feel thirsty.
The CDC advises increasing water intake
during extreme heat events.

Check on Vulnerable Individuals
Older adults, young children, and those
with chronic conditions like diabetes are
more susceptible to heat-related issues.
Check on these individuals frequently
during heat waves. Never leave children
or pets alone in a hot car, even briefly.

Recognize and Respond to Heat
lliness

-Heat Cramps: Painful muscle cramps
from strenuous activity in the heat.
Rest, hydrate, and replenish salts with
juice or sports drinks.

-Heat Exhaustion: Symptoms include
fatigue, heavy sweating, nausea, and
pale skin. Rest in a cool place, hydrate,
and cool your body with air conditioning
or a cool bath.

-Heatstroke: A life-threatening condition
where the body temperature exceeds
104°F, causing confusion, nausea, red
and hot skin, and possibly fainting.

If heatstroke is suspected, call 911
immediately and try to cool down using
ice, water, or a cool shower.

By following these guidelines, you can
protect yourself and others from the
serious health risks posed by extreme
heat.
